PLEASE NOTE: 

Please do not transfer any money before you have seen the accommodation and/or before meeting the landlord/landlady 
in person. Be careful with landlords/landladies who supposedly live abroad and therefore ask you to transfer money to a 
non-German bank account (via bank transfer or other payment service providers). The best way to rent an 
accommodation is to visit the location, see it with your own eyes and meet the landlord/landlady in person. If you have 
any doubts, it is better to decline an offer (that sounds too good). If you are unsure about an offer, please do not hesitate 
to contact us. 

Before moving into an apartment you set up a written rental lease with your future landlord. The lease should include the 
following information: basic monthly rental charge not including monthly additional costs such as hot water (Kaltmiete), 
monthly additional costs (Nebenkosten), starting date and duration of the rental period or term of notice for open ended 
contracts (usually 3 months).

You should submit your application as soon as possible, 
and by 15 July for the coming winter semester, and by 
15 January for the coming summer semester.  
Applications which are submitted later have less chance 
of being successful (Tip: if you have not yet been 
admitted to your selected degree programme, you can 
still apply for a room in a hall of residence - simply 
attach a copy of your application for study at the 
University to the application for accommodation).

A FINAL TIP: 

In terms of area, Heidelberg is a relatively small town, yet it has a lot of inhabitants. The very few 
rooms which are located within the direct vicinity of the university campuses (Altstadt and 
Neuenheim) are usually more expensive than those in other areas of the town, or outside it. Other 
areas of the town, as well as surrounding neighbourhoods such as Dossenheim, Leimen, 
Eppelheim or Neckargemünd, are very well connected to the city centre by public transport links. 
You could also consider finding accommodation in Mannheim. Rent levels in Mannheim are 
considerably lower than those in Heidelberg and the city is only 15 minutes away by train (S-Bahn).
