Resolution 1373 also reaffirms that terrorist acts constitute a threat to
international peace and security, and reaffirms the inherent right of
individual or collective self-defense as recognized by the Charter. This
1s not a Security Council approval of the use of armed force in self-
defense as a response to the events of September 11, but it may be
taken as an indication of the Security Council’s recognition that the
right of self-defense could arise from those events.

But Resolution 1373 does not authorize states to take all necessary
steps to implement it. Instead, it stands as a warning that the Council
itself stands ready to take further steps, which presumably could
involve an authorization of some form of armed force that would not
necessarily be limited to self-defense, to ensure that the measures taken
in the resolution are adequately implemented. Any further Security
Council resolution to that effect would have to obtain the approval or
acquiescence of all five permanent members of the Council.

I do not believe that use of the phrase "all necessary means" is
absolutely required in order for the Security Council to authorize the
use of armed force.

Particularly relevant is the preambular reaffirmation of "the need to
combat by all means, in accordance with the Charter," terroristic
threats to international peace and security. The reaffirmed "need to
combat by all means" (a phrase close to "all necessary means") is at
least relevant to interpretation of paragraph 3 (c) of the resolution,
which "Calls upon all States to... Cooperate, particularly through
bilateral and multilateral arrangements and agreements, to prevent
and suppress terrorist attacks and take action against perpetrators
of such acts." I believe that such a call to action to prevent and to
suppress ongoing attacks can be fairly interpreted to authorize military
action to prevent and to suppress and that the call to "take action
against perpetrators" 1s a broad enough call to include military action
